Re:	 New Year's Eve Dockage Reservations 2008 

To Our Customers: 

Due to the limited number of transient slips anticipated to be available at Miamarina for the upcoming New Year's Eve holiday 
(current projections are that we will have only twenty (20) slips available throughout the entire Marina), the following provisions 
will serve to outline the Marina's policy this year for accepting New Year's Eve reservations: 

•	 A total of thirty (30) applications for slip reservations will be accepted in person only at Miamarina beginning at 
8:00 AM on Saturday, November 22, 2008, on a first come-first served basis. The maximum number of reservation 
applications that can be made per person is two. Each reservation application taken will have a corresponding number 
assigned to it, in descending order of priority from I to 30. A signed manual credit card imprint will be taken with the 
completed transient dockage agreement as well as a credit card authorization form at that time to secure the reservation, but 
the card will not be charged until our office has confIrmed the reservation. Dockage reservations will be taken for a 
minimum of three nights, regardless of actual length of stay, with a minimum charged LOA of 40'. 

•	 If all applications for slip reservations have not been processed by end of day, applications for slip reservations will be 
processed via telephone, email, and fax beginning at 8 AM Sunday November 23, 2008. Applicants should contact 
Miamarina manager Juan Ginarte at (305) 579-6955 for details. 

•	 On Friday December 5, 2008, our office will assign those slips anticipated to be available for the holiday, beginning with 
reservation application number 1. Customers will be contacted to confirm their reservations, and customers' credit cards 
will be charged for dockage at that time. Reservations become nonrefundable at this time. 

•	 Customers who have not been assigned slips on December 5 will be considered to be on a standby list, and chosen in 
descending order of reservation number should any slip become available prior to the holiday. Our office will contact those 
customers at that time to confIrm the reservation before charging a credit card. 

•	 The City will assign berths to successful applicants based on vessel length, beam, and suitability to available slips. While 
every effort will be made to accommodate special considerations, all berths will be assigned by the City, in its sole and 
absolute discretion. The City reserves the right to reassign any vessel to another slip at any time without prior 
notice. Substitution of one vessel for another is not permitted. Cancelled slip reservations will be reassigned to standby 
list applicants. 

•	 Temporary Parking Permits will not be issued for any transient vessel customers from December 27, 2008 through 
January 2, 2009. The Marina will provide space for customer pickup and drop-off only. Additional parking, at customer 
expense, is available through the Bayside Parking Lot in front of the marina or Bayside Parking Garage. Any vehicles 
found illegally parked in either the Marina or Bayside Parking Lot will be towed.
